In addition to spotting icebergs, you’ll likely spot penguins
chilling out on ice floes and whales feeding and swimming in the frigid waters.

As soon as we can, the Zodiacs will be readied for your first landing in the South Shetland
Islands and Antarctic Peninsula. The first time you experience this immense wilderness up close
can be a numbing experience. The silence is great, the vastness is even greater. Thankfully the
noisy locals — penguins and seals — are there to remind you that this wonderful landscape isn’t
just a dream.

Your Expedition Team will monitor the ice and weather conditions to determine which landing
sites we can visit. With many sites to choose from, each expedition presents new opportunities
for exploring the white continent by Zodiac and land. Swimming in Antarctica is perhaps the
most adventurous option you can enjoy, by taking a polar-dip in the water at Neko Harbor. If
you would rather stay on land, then how about taking a camping trip in Antarctica? A typical
day in this wildlife wonderland will be spent listening to calving glaciers at Petermann Island,
watching penguins waddle around a beach, or taking a hike atop a hill for a panoramic view of
Port Lockroy.

Day 1

Day 2

Beagle Channel. This historic channel transects the Tierra del Fuego archipelago in the extreme
south of South America. Expect an air of excitement as we depart - the next time you see land
we’ll be in the world’s most southern continent!

Days3and 4

Crossing the Drake Passage

Prepare yourself for potentially rough water, but hope for a smooth sailing as the Drake is
unpredictable and always changing. You’ll spend these first days getting to know your
shipmates, while we’ll provide safety briefings and insights into what excitement lies ahead.



Days5to 9

South Shetland Islands and Antarctic Peninsula

When the Antarctic Convergence is left in our wake, you will truly begin your Antarctic
adventure. Itis perhaps the first sight of land itself that is embraced as the true beginning of
any Antarctic expedition. We can finally begin to appreciate why this region has long
captivated the attention of explorers and travelers alike. Every time we visit Antarctica we
witness something new or unexpected, meaning your expedition will be unlike any other -
creating a unique, personal experience. We will take Zodiac excursions from the ship to explore
bays, channels and landing sites each day. With wildlife always at the forefront of our minds
you will visit penguin rookeries, scout for humpback and Minke Whales and search for a
number of the southern seal species, including the cunning Leopard Seal.

The majesty of the Peninsula’s mountains will enchant you as you scramble up snowy pathways
to vantage points offering you 360° views of your surroundings. One of these in particular, in
Orne Harbor, gives the opportunity to visit a chinstrap penguin colony high up on a ridge. Here
you’ll have the choice between going for a mountain hike or spending time sitting quietly on a
pebbled beach to enjoy the antics of curious penguins While cruising along the Antarctic
Peninsula we’ll also give you the chance to take a Polar Plunge! Cheer on other travelers or
strap on a harness yourself to take a dip and swim in the frigid waters of an icy Antarctic bay.

Amidst the peaceful silence of Antarctica, noisy interruptions become indelible memories such
as penguins squabbling over prized pebbles or the boom and crack of a calving glacier in Neko
Harbor. You can make a bit of noise yourself too. Hear the echo of voices bounce off a giant
glacier, glide your kayak across a quiet bay or strap on some cross-country skis or snowshoes to
explore further.

As you sail from island to shore to bay during your four days in the Peninsula, the Expedition
Team will educate and entertain you. We’ll provide opportunities for quiet contemplation,
activities for testing your endurance and more than enough wildlife interactions to satisfy your
curiosity.

Days 10 and 11

Drake Passage to Ushuaia

The journey back across the Drake Passage provides you with some final opportunities to enjoy
the crisp Antarctic air. Spend time on the deck watching for seabirds and scouting for whales,
enjoy a few final presentations by your Expedition Team or simply relax and reminisce about
your experiences.

Day 12

Disembarkation in Ushuaia

We’'ll arrive in Ushuaia in the morning for you to continue your adventure on land or catch your
flights home.

Day 1

Ushuaia, Argentina

Your gateway for this expedition is Ushuaia, Argentina. Nestled within the Tierra del Fuego
archipelago, Ushuaia offers you a small-town feel but has many shops, museums, cafes and
restaurants to enjoy before your voyage. If you're feeling adventurous, the nearby national
park and Martial Glacier offer plenty of hiking and outdoor activities.

Day 2

Embarkation Day

As we embark, the anticipation and excitement grows. Trade your land legs for sea legs, meet
and greet your fellow travelers and get acquainted with your ship. As every Antarctic adventure
presents new opportunities and experiences, Embarkation day is just as exciting for your
Expedition Team as it is for you. They’re onboard to ensure your comfort and safety, as well as
help make your wildlife dreams come true.

Day 3

At Sea

There are many activities to keep you engaged while we’re at sea. Learn to identify seabirds that
glide alongside the ship or attend illustrated presentations by your Expedition Team. You will be



prepped on procedures for your Zodiac cruises and shore landings as well as be given instructions
for getting the most out of your upcoming kayaking opportunities.

Days 4 and 5

Falkland Islands (Islas Malvinas)

Upon arrival in this archipelago your cameras will get their first real workout capturing the
abundant wildlife and rugged feel of these remote islands. The Falkland archipelago contains two
main islands - East and West, which we will explore by Zodiac excursions and daily landings.

One landing that will surely stick out in your memory is at Port Stanley. This unique British
outpost has a ramshackle charm to it. The largest settlement in the Falklands, you’ll spend your
day here visiting churches, museums, wandering around town and perhaps mingling with locals
at a typical British pub.

In terms of wildlife, the archipelago is home to a variety of penguin species, including Magellanic,
Gentoo and Rockhopper. If lucky, you may spot King Penguins here as well! We can also expect
to see Black-browed Albatross and many other bird species around the islands, including an
opportunity to see the two endemic species; Cobb’s Wren and the Falklands flightless steamer
duck. Your team of lecturers and specialists will be sure to educate you on the local flora and
fauna so that you get the most of a memorable time in the Falklands.

Days 6 and 7

At Sea

Sailing south, we’ll enter Antarctic waters by crossing the invisible biological boundary unique to
Antarctica — the Antarctic Convergence. Encircling the continent, cold, northward-flowing Antarctic
waters meet and mix with the warmer waters of the Indian, Pacific and Atlantic Oceans, creating the
abundance of krill and microscopic marine life that attracts whales and other species to this part of
the world. Ship staff will be sure to keep you posted when we cross this invisible, yet important line.

Days 8 to 10

South Georgia

This remote outpost has long been a centre for exploratory expeditions and commercial exploitation.
Many of these original inhabitants arrived to the island to hunt whales and elephant seals. Populations
were once decimated, but thankfully populations have rebounded and whaling and sealing ceases to
exist today. You will see many remnants of these past activities; including several whaling stations and
other abandoned outposts.

One significant and historic site that will be of interest is the grave of the great explorer, Sir Ernest
Shackleton. You can visit his grave at the settlement of Grytviken, which is also home to an old whaling
station, the museum and a small gift shop and church and a research station of approximately 20
scientists and support personnel.

While South Georgia’s history is an important attraction to the islands, it is the wildlife on South
Georgia that you and your shipmates will likely find the most captivating. Often referred to as the



Galapagos of the Poles, South Georgia contains an exceptional quantity of wildlife. Each landing you
make on South Georgia will open your eyes to a new wonder of wildlife. One day you may see
rookeries with thousands of King Penguins waddling on the beach. The next day may take you to
breeding seabird colonies. The grasses, mountains and beaches of South Georgia all play an important
role in the breeding and survival of different species, something that your Expedition Team will be
pleased to tell you about during your excursions on this impressive and unique island.

Days 11 and 12

At Sea

Say goodbye to the king penguins, as your next destination is Antarctica! Your days at sea are
filled with seminars from your Expedition Team, who will prepare you for the wildlife that will
be greeting you upon your arrival in Antarctica. In between presentations, spend time chatting
with your shipmates over a drink at the bar.

Days 13to 17

South Shetland Islands and Antarctic Peninsula

The most common reaction to arriving at the white continent is a sense of reverence and awe. The
experience is hard to put into words, as few places are as untouched, unique and enduring as
Antarctica. You will discover that Antarctica is a land of extremes. At one moment you’ll be
overcome with a feeling of complete desolation and silence, at the next moment you’ll be inspired
by nature as a calving glacier crashes into the brilliant blue sea or a penguin comes waddling by to
inspect your footwear.

Guided hikes with the Expedition Team will have you trekking up a glacier, visiting a research
station, or consorting with penguin colonies. Chinstrap, Gentoo and Adélie penguins are found
here, along with fur, Weddell, Crabeater and Leopard Seals. Curious whales, such as Minkes, are
often attracted to Zodiacs as well, giving you a chance to get within reaching distance of these
majestic animals. Each day and each landing will present a new collection of creatures to entertain
you and keep your camera shutter busy.

As exciting as the Zodiac excursions and landings are, perhaps you’ll treat yourself to an extra
special Antarctic experience by partaking in a kayaking excursion.

Days 18 and 19

Crossing the Drake Passage

After more than two weeks of endless wildlife encounters, your journey home begins. Crossing
the Drake Passage is your unofficial rite of passage, which will complete your Antarctic
adventure.

Enjoy some final moments mingling with your fellow travelers. The noisy, busy, populated
world awaits your return, so savor the silence of the sea as long as you can.



Day 20

Disembark in Ushuaia, Argentina

After breakfast aboard the ship, it is time to part ways and say goodbye to your Expedition
Team. We will transfer you to the airport for your homeward flight.

1. Airport transfers from the Ushuaia airport to local hotels are offered based on the arrival information provided to
QEl. Transfers are operated using full-size busses or mini-vans.

2. Ship embarkation will begin after 16:00 (4 PM) on Day 2 of the itinerary.

3. The transfers and luggage handling instructions below assume that any independently booked accommodation is
located within the town of Ushuaia.

4. The information below is provided as a guideline of Quark’s transfer and luggage handling operation in Ushuaia
for the purpose of making pre- and post-expedition arrangements. Each client should follow the detailed transfer
and luggage handling instructions for their voyage as detailed in their pre-departure documents.

For clients arriving in Ushuaia on Day 1 of the QEI package or earlier:

All QEl clients arriving in Ushuaia will be transferred to their hotel, regardless if their accommodation has been booked
through QEI or through another provider. Airport transfers are provided in full size busses or min-vans that will have a QEl
sign in the front window. Clients should plan to attend the pre-departure briefing that will take place on the evening of
day 1 at the Ushuaia hotel that is included with their QEl package as specified in the pre-departure materials. Note that
clients who arrive prior to the start of the QEl package and stay in a hotel other than that provided in the package will
need to transfer independently between hotels.

For clients who are required to change their flight to Ushuaia due to cancelation or missed flight

In the event of a change to the original arrival flight provided to QEI, clients should contact the emergency number
included in the QEl final documents and provide their new arrival flight number and details. Note that a delay in arrival
flights to Ushuaia does not require such action, since these flights are monitored by a QEI representative. If a client arrives
in Ushuaia on the day of embarkation, based on the flight arrival time QEI will transfer the client either to a downtown
location in Ushuaia and later to the ship, or directly to ship for embarkation. Regardless, luggage will be delivered directly
to ship.

Procedures on embarkation day:

By 9 AM, clients’ luggage will be collected from their hotel and delivered to ship. Note that QEI will collect luggage from
hotels not included in the QEI package if the clients’ hotel details are provided at the time of booking. Luggage must be
tagged with the QEI cabin tags included with the pre-departure material. Exact details on transfers from the hotel to the
ship will be detailed in the pre-departure materials.

Disembarkation day:

One group transfer to the airport or a central downtown location will be organized immediately following disembarkation.
Those clients who do not need to proceed directly to the airport will be dropped at the luggage storage facility at the end
of the pier. Clients flying out later in the day or staying on in Ushuaia must arrange their own transportation from the
luggage storage facility to the airport or post-expedition hotel.
